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COMMENTARY OM MERCENARIES: submitted by Mr, Mina. Taken from Mercenaries of Tommorrow
: by Poul Anderson. o

Today, among the intelligentsia of the West, mercenary scldiers are in disrenute,

With their usual semantic slipperiness, the so-called liberals identify ‘mercenaries' as
agents .of 'colonialism' (whatever that means), while the average honest person can't
help feeling there must be something vaguely wrona about these fighters for countries
other than their own. This attitude has led me to ask caustically whether the troons
which go here and there around the world on behalf of the United Mations are paid, such
as mercenaries are paid, Despite all disaporoval, the ranks of out-and-out mercenaries
have been growing of late,:an-increase which will probablv continue. ‘

If we are to understand the phencminon, and project it into the future, we must set
prejudice aside and look at the facts. Through most of history, both Eastern and Western,
the‘trade has been considered honorable, I cannot forbear quotina the brief, sardonic
article on it in the eleventh edition of the Encyclopedia Britannica:

Mercenary- (Latin, mercenarius, from merces, reward, gain), one who serves or acts
solely for motives of personal gain, particularly a soldier who offers
himself for service in any army which may hire him. The name is sometimes
used as a term of reproach by nations who raise their armies by conscripe
tion, of armies raised by voluntary enlistment whose members are paid a
more or less living waqe.

Indeed, it's worth remembering that the word 'soldier’ comes from the Latin ‘solidus}
meaning ' a piece of money', That is, every soldier is supposed to serve for pay. Granted,
this has not always been true in practice.

If countries must have.armed forces - and in the world as it is, most of them must
then it's hard to see anything esnecially reprehensible about their inclading foreigners,
Americans may grimace at the memory of Hessians during their Revolutionary War, but those
poor drafted lads, who3e King pocketed their earnings; were many of them early settlers
in the new land and became good citizens. American military personell are now often ass
signed to'other governments, and the armed forces of the United States have never fore
bidden enlistment of foreigners. ' '

But let's consider mercenaries pure and simple, 'free lances' as the cavalrymen .
among them were called in the Middle Ages. Their record over the centuries is not too
bad., Xenophon's ten thousand Greeks loyallv served the Persian.lord who had hired them
until he fell, then made their epic march homeward. The Varanqian Guards - originally
Russian, later Scandinavian and Laglish, finally German - were the most trusted corps in
the Byzantine Empire; the last of them died on the walls nf Constantinople as the Turks
stormed in, Sir John Harwood, an tnglishman who became an carly leader of Italian
‘condottieri', embodied the chivalric virtués, The French Foreign Legion remains a Tiv-.
-ing symbol of courane. I could go on, but suffice it bere to remind vou of A.E. Housman's
moving poem Epitaph on an Armv of Mercenaries , who "took their waqes and are deadi..ses
And saved the sum of things:for pav." ,

The use of mercenaries does carrv its own special dangers, just as the use of native
soldiers does. Rome did not fall merely because she replaced citizens in the legions with
provincial and barbarian hirelings; however, it.came to pass that the chiefs of those
troops made and broke emperord at their pleasure. It also came- to pass, in the Italian

‘Renaissance, that the 'condottieri' grew less interested in winning wars for the city-
states that engaged them, than in prolonging them at much nrofit and little cost to
themselves; the result beina the weakness of Italy as a whole whéch Machiavelli deplored

-and which led to the peninsula becoming the prey of outsiders for centuries. Moreover,
it is qgenerally unwise for one faction tn a society to call in any outsiders for help;
the latter are for too apt to take over everyvthing, as the English, for instance, did in

Ireland and later in India. . )
Nor are mercenaries always restrained. Swiss and German 'Landsknechte' durina the Wars

-of Religion habitually perpetrated atrocities which cause even a resident of the twenti-
eth century to shudder. There are plenty of similar examples. '

Well, until such time as we abolish war altoaether, if we ever do, it is qoing to cost
us dearly; but at least we can try to wage it in ways that somewhat reduce the damane.
Often the employment of mercenaries has been among those ways. It will nrobably continue

so in the future, Lo
