IWC

SPRING HAS ARRIVED and so has a
whole list of things we aren’t
allowed to have, own, or
purchase. From the top, the new
Regional Deputy Commissioner
has issued new policy and
procedure bulletins for all
institutions in Pacific Region that
cover what we can and can’t have
access to or purchase.

Unit Appliances — only the
following items are permitted

e Toasters (no toaster ovens)

e Microwaves (standard, no
glass)

e (Centralized coffee urns

e Electric kettles (cannot be
cordless, must have
automatic shut off)

e Refrigerators

Canteen-like items

“The request to purchase items
through the ITF Form 1128, for
items of similar nature, function or
application to those items which
are sold in the Inmate Owned
Canteen, regardless of flavor, size,
packaging or brand, will not be
approved, unless there are
exceptional circumstances.”

So what does this mean?
“Canteen like item” is any item
similar to an item on the Regional
Canteen List (RCL). The IWC now
has a copy of this document. As of
now, group orders for coffee and
similar supplies for meetings are
being denied. All current unit
appliances have been
grandfathered. They will not be
confiscated, but cannot be
replaced once they break down.
As for pizza and perogies, these
are due to disappear from the
canteen list, but not until late April
with the spring turn-over. Blue
forms were posted in the units to
give the Population a say as to
what they would like to see on the
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officially, and he kind of nodded, that
was the magic words.” Kevin said.

“As soon as we said that, these two
guys pop out of the trailer, and they're
these tall guys, dressed in these fur-
lined robes looking all serious ... it was
all part of' the scene.”

The fur-clad attendants, dressed as
soldiers of the Night's Watch, led the
couple down to the Throne, where
Birgit had the honour of sitting first
and getting a coronation with a “fancy
crown” that she described as “super
heavy and quite large.”

The crown is a replica of the one
worn by King Robert Baratheon in the
first season ol the show.

The Iron Throne will remain in
Tumbler Ridge until Monday and is
open to the public to visit for free.

Tumbler Ridge is in the Peace River
region of northeastern B.C, near the
border with Alberta. o
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canteen and items will be chosen
from this list. Smaller, individual
microwaveable pizzas should
replace the larger oven-cooked
ones we have been enjoying to
date.

Due to these new policy
prohibitions on canteen-like items,
plans that the IWC had to give
back to the Population at times
like Easter, X-mas, and Canada Day
have all been scrapped. We are
exploring alternative items which
are not “canteen-like” and are
looking for input from the
Population.

There may be areas of flexibility
within the new procedures, and
we are working with
Administration to look at any
possible work-throughs. They tell
us that they recognize the
concerns of the Population at
Mission-Medium and Minimum,
and that site meetings with
Management at both sites will be
held in late April to discuss. We
had hoped to have more
information and clarification to
relay, but the Warden’s meeting
scheduled for March 27 was
postponed. Once a new date is
announced we will post on each
unit. Management has told us
that Tier reps are expected to
represent their ranges at these
meetings, with attendance a
requirement of the paid position.

On another note, the Canteen
has one slot available for
fundraisers and IWC has been

asked to coordinate with groups
to create a rotation for this
opportunity. [If your group has
suggestions, please bring them to
us. Once approved, we will
announce the rotation and which
items will be available each
month.

We have been asked by
Administration to remind the
Population that between the
hours of 6 am and 4 pm Mon-Fri,
inmates are to be institutionally
dressed when outside their living
units, and that anyone found on
the grounds not wearing a shirt
during these times, including
lunch hour, will be charged.

Kitchen staff have asked us to
mention that if excessive amounts
of cereal continues to be taken at
breakfast it will be portioned out
like the rice.

The bleach machine in the A-27
bathroom should be repaired this
month. ISS says a technician is
coming in to fix the timer.

Although the IWC can work
with you on problems with your
financial statements, we have
been asked by Management to
observe the following:
